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Alton, Virginia (June 12, 2005)     
The Healey Museum™, commemorating the life 
of Donald M. Healey and the production of his 
automobiles was announced today at Virginia In-
ternational Raceway in Alton, Virginia. The 
Healey Museum™ will showcase significant and 
unique automobiles, trophies and memorabilia, 
offering the general public previously unseen 
views of private automobile collections. In addi-
tion to specific milestone cars, the Bill Wood Col-
lection of Healey production documentation ob-
tained from Geoff Healey will be a major part of 
the museum’s Resource Center. A collection of 
photographs and literature relating to the Nash-
Healey has been obtained from an anonymous do-

nor. Additional acquisitions for the museum are 
being researched and evaluated. 
 
Bill Emerson, Curator of The Healey Museum™, 
introduced special guests Harvey Siegel and Con-
nie Nyholm, co-owners of Virginia International 
Raceway, Allan Casavant, Founder of The Healey 
Museum™, Bill Denton, Architect, David Lenk, 
Displays Consultant, and Melody Cooke, Re-
search and Acquisitions. In keeping with the 
worldwide appeal of Healey automobiles, visitors 
from Canada, Australia and the U.S. participated 
in the symbolic groundbreaking. Many in atten-
dance were racers in the 2005 Australian/U.S. 
Healey Challenge. The groundbreaking took place 
surrounded by historic Healeys representing mile-
stones in the marque. 
 
The Healey Museum™ philosophy was summa-
rized by Emerson: 

Upon this site will be erected a build-
ing to historically preserve the cars 
and memories of Donald M. Healey, 
his family, and all those who helped 
design, develop, produce, market and 
race the cars that bear the Healey 
name. 

 
The location of the 20,000 sq. ft. building at Vir-
ginia International Raceway was made known as 
part of VIR’s annual Gold Cup Historic Races 
weekend. Allan Casavant and Connie Nyholm 
shared the honor of unveiling the sign announcing 
the future home of The Healey Museum™. The 
museum opening is scheduled for 2007.

When Michael returned 
from the AHCA Fal l  Dele-
gates meet ing he told me 
about the AUHC and how 
many Austral ian racers 
would be t ravell ing via mo-
tor  homes between  var ious 
racetracks and, when not 
racing, tour ing and visi t ing 
with local  AHCA Chapters.  
I  real ized that  given DC’s 
t raffic and lack of camping 
faci l i t ies i t  might  be good  i f 
they had a place to park 
their  r igs dur ing their  visi t , 
so I  suggested that  we offer 
up our  farm.  When Michael 

communicated this concept 
to AUCH organizer  Jeff 
Johnk he learned that  in 
fact  the Austral ians were 
dying to park their  r igs and  
see Our Nat ion’s Capital  so 
plans began taking shape. 

 

And so i t  passed that  on 
Tuesday, May 31 eight  rac-
ers and thei r  fami l ies  

(about 15 folks in al l ) ar -
r ived at  our  farm in mo-
torhomes, most towing their  
Healey racers that  they  
had dr iven at  Summit  Point   
a few weeks before.   

 

They had dr iven in from 
Indiana (They had been 
hosted by the Indianapol is 
AHC and provided seats at  
the INDY 500) several  folks 
and vehicles were in need of 
rest  and relaxat ion.  After  
some l ight  snacks we bid 
them a good night ’s rest  so 

that  they would be ready for 
the next  day’s act ivi t ies. 

 

On Wednesday morning eve-
ryone pi led onto our  boat 
and after  raising the Aus-
tral ian flag at  the por t  yard-
arm we departed for  the 
quaint  town of Solomon’s Is-
land, about 1-1/2 hours 
down the Patuxent River 
from our  place.  

 

  

We arr ived in t ime for  lunch 
at  the Captain’s Tavern 
Café fol lowing which every-
one visi ted the nearby Cal-
ver t  County Mar i t ime Mu-
seum.   

 

About midafternoon the ship 
and crew returned back to 
homeport  and  everyone got  
ready for  the evening event:    
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A tradi t ional  Amer ican cook-
out .  No “Shr imps On the 
Barbie” here—we served hot-
dogs and hamburgers with al l 
the fixin’s and plenty of beer 
and soft  dr inks to wash 
things down. 

 

For  their  par t , our  visi tors 
donned Team Austral ia uni-
forms, got  their  cars out  of 
the t rai lers and brought them 
down the dr iveway for a 
photo-op, only to be met with  
some local  “Detroi t  I ron” that  
they found most fascinat ing. 

 

Fol lowing dinner  Maryland 
State Senator  Roy Dyson pre-
sented a proclamat ion issued 
by Governor Robert  Ehr lich 

declar ing June 1st , 2005 to 
be “Austral ian-US Aust in-
Healey Racing Appreciat ion 
Day” and racer  Peter  Jack-
son grateful ly accepted the 
document on behalf of the 
group. 

  

The night  concluded with a 

PowerPoint  presentat ion by 
Melody Cooke explaining 
the var ious things that  visi -
tors might  do around the 
Mal l  wi th instruct ions on 
how to get  to the Austral ian 
Embassy for  the planned 
6:00 PM recept ion. Edi tor ’s 
Note:  See separ a te ar t i -
cl e on  pages 4-5).   

Thursday morning everyone  

boarded a bus for  a daytr ip 
into DC—we arr ived in front 
of the Capitol  around 10AM 
and released our  visi tors on 
The Mal l .  Following the 
Embassy recept ion we re-
turned to our  farm. 

 

The next  day our  visi tors de-
par ted for  par ts south  
where they were to be re-
ceived by members of the 
North Carol ina AHC and 
race at  VIR the fol lowing 
weekend.  We had a blast 
host ing the  Aussies and we 
hope to visi t  them in their 
country so that  we can sam-
ple some down-under  hospi-
tal i ty! 
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Soon after  the Austral ian-
US Healey Chal lenge came 
over  the hor izon CAAHC 
member Ian Dunnington 
told me that  he had a con-
tact  at  the Austral ian Em-
bassy who was very open to 
the concept of holding a re-
cept ion for the visi t ing rac-
ers.  Indeed, after  a few 
emai l  exchanges with Em-
bassy officer  Matt  Francis 
Ian and I  were able to con-
fi rm a recept ion date of 
June 17th and we coordi-
nated this with AUHC or-
ganizer  Jeff Johnk to be a 
par t  of the Aussies’ DC visi t . 

 

Matt  told me that  due to 
space l imitat ions there was 
not  much room in the dr ive-

way but  offered us the op-
por tuni ty to park a few cars 
in front  of the embassy the 
evening of the recept ion.  
Avai lable spaces were dis-
t r ibuted by random drawing 
amongst those members 
present at  the Summit  Point  

AUHC event and lucky 
members  Tim Flaher ty, Bob 
and Missy McKenna, Matt  
and El isa Siegel, Biff Jones 
and Ian and Renee Dun-
nington braved DC traffic 
and arr ived at  the Embassy.    
The forecast  rain held off, 
ermit t ing a top-down dis-
play of Healeys, both Big 
and Li t t le, and roadsters 
and conver t ibles.    

 

About this t ime club mem-
bers began to arr ive and the 
Aussies sightseers showed 
up from their  day on the 
Mal l .  And so about 50 
CAAHC members and their 
fami l ies and guests along 
with 20 or  so visi t ing Aus-
tral ians proceeded into the 
Embassy for  an evening of 
camarader ie and fel lowship. 
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The wal ls of Embassy recept ion  area 
were tasteful ly hung with examples of 
Abor iginal ar ts and weavings and the 
cei l ing depicted the stars as one would see 
them from the Southern Hemisphere, 
wi th the Southern Cross  constel lat ion 
clear ly visible.   

 

The Embassy staff pulled out  the stops:  
Dr inks flowed from the open bar  and hors 
d’oeuvres dressed the banquet tables.  Ad-
di t ionally, waiters circulated the room 
with hot  morsels, and CAAHC members 
savored the baby lamb chop plat ters.
