Smithsonian IG Found Personal Use Of Resources

An internal Smithsonian investigation concluded in 2003 that top supervisors at the institution's aeronautical restoration facility in Maryland were
using government employees and materials for personal projects, according to legal proceedings last year.

Five employees testified that they and others were asked to do outside work by Tom Alison, the collections chief of the National Air and Space
Museum, and Bill D. Reese, restoration supervisor at the Paul E. Garber Preservation, Restoration and Storage Facility in Suitland.

The work -- referred to as home projects or "homeys" -- sometimes would take employees away from museum business for days. Among the
items repaired were a Colt .45 handgun, motorcycles, bicycles, a candleholder and antique cars, such as an Austin-Healey Bugeye Sprite. Jobs
were done for friends and colleagues of Alison, Reese and others.
